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Mr. Aryeh Attar of Tel Aviv, Israel, formerly known as Leo Attermann, was born and
educated in Germany. He studied in Paris from 1933 to 1925 at the Physical Train-
ing College at Joinville., In 1935 he came Tel Aviv and was engaged as a teacher of
Physical Education at the Hebrew College Heraliah in Tel Aviv. In 1939 and 190
studied in Scandinavia and was graduated from the Danish State College for Physical
Education in Copenhagen, in June 1940. '

After Hitler's invasion of Demmark, Mr, Attar returned to Tel Aviv via Sweden, Es-
tonia, Russia, Turkey and Syria to join the British Army as a volunteer. He served
in the Middle East and Malta and upon discharge, returned to his job at the Herzlish
College in Tel Aviv. During Israel's fight for independence, Mr. Attar served as a
captain in Israel’s army,

Mr. Attar is known in all Earopean countries since 1932, under the name of Leo At~
termann, as an outstanding all-around athlete, with the following prominent achieve~
ments:

It was felt that
if a large proportiom of Israel athletes did not participate in the
Games, an unhappy and undesirable situation would arise, and would
seriously jeopardise the chances of a South African team competing.

The Committee a2greed unanimously that South Africa would participate
in the Games only if +the. various sports sections in Tsrael cone together
and the Games are a national event. We feel that every effort should be
made, and the matter taken to the highest authorities if newvessary, to
bring together the rival sporting organisations in Isreel, so as to make
the Israel team truly representative of the country, and to ensure that
the Maccabi Games are not of a sectional nature, but truly a "Jewish
Olympic Games"
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7e feel very strongly about this matter and wish to use every
endeavour to adjust the situation. As stated above, it is extremely
doubtful if South Africa will send a team if the Games are of a
sectional nature.
