Remarks: 1) To include a YOUTH DAY IN ATHIETICS in the official pngrammé of the
8th Maccabish, provided that at least 4 countries send 'in their

confirmation of their participation six months before the opening of
the Games,

2) _Swimmine: - A1l the swimming events of -the Olympic Games progrerme
will be included in the 8th Maccabiah programme.

3) ‘Divine: TFor techmical reasons diving will not be ineluded in the
" programme of the 8th Maccabiah, but if some countries wish to send
some divers then exhibitions will be held and medals and diplomas
will be awarded for participants in these exhibitions without
recognising them as Maccabiah winners.

4) Gymiasties: As the Maccabiah Games are being held regularly one
year after the Olympic Games, or three years before the next Olympic
Games, in most cases the official compulsory exercises for the next
Olympic"Games are not kmown. It is therefore proposed to arrange
an evening of performances of Free Exercises, in accordance with
the Olympic programme (6 cxercises for men and 4 exercies for women) ,
Medals and Diplomas will be awarded to the participants.

The Committee fully recognises the importance of obtaining the opinion and the
advice of the International Sports Federations on all matters concerning the -
organisation and procedure of sports competitions and therefore rocommends contacting
such organisations and specialists, here in Israel as well as abroud, in good tinme
and o meke sure that requesteéd advice and assistance will be given, .The Committee
advises contacting the Israel Sports Federations for holding special courses for
Judges and Referecs in each sport included in the Maccabiah programme, .

Is.. _LCCOMMODATION

$he Committee realizes that cemtralization of accommodation would be the best
possible solution, but it is also realized that the Maccabiah Village, with its
prosent capacity, can only cater for a maximum of 400 residents under conditions-
suitable for the welfare of athletes, - hfter naking investigations, the Committec
proposes as follows:~'

a) To take over, for the necessary period of time, the "EF-AL" Kibbutz Seminar,
which is located in the. vicinity of the Maccabiah Village (5 to 6 mimtes drive)
and which will have, by 1969, an accomnodation capacity.for up to 120. .

b) To use the Kibbutz Seninar Ramat Aviv (next to the Ranat Aviv Hotel) about
20 minutes drive from the Maccabiah Village and with an accommodation capacity for
approximately 150, i

¢) Ramat Aviv Hotel with an accommodation cap'acify. of 170 --3 to 4 persons in
a suitable room.’

‘The ebove Hentioned institutiohs (Ribbutz Seninar "EF~AL" ‘and Kibbutz Seminar

Ramat Aviv) are ready, in principle, to accormodate Maccabiah participants,

-provided that this does mot interfere with their study plans, .neoning sunner nonths

of July/Augus‘b, as the regular year of studies starts immediately after the summer
vacations and no accormiodation would be available for us then..

d) The Committee also studied the possibility of naking use of "bungalows'

of a special type, used frequently in Israel, to be erccted in the Maccabiah
Village compound.” This must be rcgarded as a feasible project but invelving such
high costs, which we could not possibly take upon ourselves..

e) Accomnodation fees for Maccabish participé.nts (full board, transportation,
conplimentery tickets for the Opening and Closing Cerenoniés,. as well as other
services provided) will vary according to the class of accommodg'bion and the

" facilities provided.

£) _Technical'Arrgaements in accommodation centerss  In order %o elininate out-
side interfercnce in the snooth running of the acconnodation centers, it is
proposed as followss=

1) To engage a special staff which will be responsible for the effective
supervision of all technical arrangenents. )

2) To reserve a certain area as a neeting place for accommedated sportsnen
and visitors (pre=fixed visiting hours).

3) To reserve suitable rooms for health services in the center and for the
storage of equipment (sports equipment and private luggage).

- 4) Identity Cards: in instruction booklet will have to be prépared which
will explain to all identity card holders, in the different catagories, their
rights and respongibilitiess This booklet is to be sent.out in due time to all
