No further entries will be accepted after this date.

Each branch of sport will nomir{abe
a Jury of Appeal consisting of 3 ~ 4 members from countries ‘partll—
cipating in this respective sport, who have the right of decision in
all technical matters. The Chairman of this Jury of Appeal will be
the delegate of the respective International Federation.

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young people, This, in itself, has been recognised as one of the
Maccabiah's greatest contributions to the promotion of physical
fitness It generated a desire to engage in competitive sport,
Medals won in the Maccabiah have amply rewarded those who dis-
tinguished themsleves by their performance, bearing and sports-
manship, Many talents have heen discovered in the course of
competitions, and we know of several young men and women who,
in past years, returned to their respective countries greatly
encouraged by their individual achievements and continued
intensive training to become champions of their own countries -
so often the object of pride and glory of their Nation.

The Maccabi World Union are the founders and progenitors
of the Maccabiah Games, a record of which we have every reason
to be proud. International Governing Bodies of amateur sport have
readily recognised the important part played by us in the promo-
tion of recreational youth activities and it was, therefore, no
accident that the International Olympic Committee thought fit,
way back in 1960, to recognise us as "An International Sports
Federation of Olympic Standing, "

As in the past, and despite financial and organisational
shortcomings, no effort shall be spared to maintain and raise
the standard of the Maccabiah Games in all aspects. It must be
borne in mind that our Games are held once every 4 years
exclu$ively in Israel, and that the responsibility for their organisa-
tion rests with a handful of volunteers, lovers of and dedicated to
amateur sport.

Sports results and Maceabiah records of previous Games
have already been published, but anyone requiring an additional
copy can obtain it, upon request, by writing to the Executive
Director, c¢/o P,0O,.B. 76, Tel-Aviv, Israel.

Arrangements are in hand to provide an adequate number
of International Observers, Judges and Referees to be in atten-
dance at all events.

Foreword by the Chairman of the International
Maccabiah Games Commiittee

The VIIIth Maccabiah Games, to be held in Israel in 1969,
will coincide with the 21st Anniversary, the-coming-of age, of
the State of Israel. This will afford everyone a unique opportu-
nity to join -in joyful celebrations combining a Sports Festival-
with a programme of events emphasizing our identity and soli-
darity with the re-born State of Israel.

The Executive Board of the International Maccabiah Games
Committee, which is responsible for all planning, will spare no
efforts, in co-operation with the Organising Committee in Israel,-
to make the VIIIth Maccabiah one of the most memorable occasions
for participants and spectators alike.
