CIRCULAR NO. 12

Dear Chavarim,

It is now nearly four months since the IMC meetings. A great deal of further work has
been done here on which | will report below. However, we have a very strong impression
that in most countries there is still a feeling that the Maccabiah is a long way away
and things don’t need dealing with.

With Circular No. 11 we sent out a questionnaire dealing with important detailed items
To date we have received two replies from Sweden and Guam. Even in the wildest dreams
one couldn't call this a fair statistical sample. Without receiving accurate Infor-
mation there is no possibility whatsoever that we can make arrangements for the bene-
fit of your participants. Please Fefer back to Circular No. 11 and complete the
questionnaire. If you do not have the circular please let us know.

Another important matter in which a number of countries are in default is the matter

of payment of the first installment that was due on April 1, 1984. To date we have
received payment for 1341 athletes only. This not only imposes a financial burden on

us but also makes us feel unsafe regarding the quality of the entry forms filed by

some of the teams. Please” remember that the next installment of $120 per participant

is due on September 30, 1984. If the first and second installments are not received

by that time from teams we wi || be forced to start cancelling accommodations reservations
and teams in default will not have guaranteed accommodations.

Having finished our complaints we can now turn to the news.

ACCOMMODATIONS

In accordance with the IMC decisions we have cancelled the reservations at Tel-

Aviv University and have cut back the numbers at Beit Berl to 300. Instead we have
signed contracts with the Mandarin Hotel (on the beach next to the Tel-Aviv Country
Club) and with the Sinai Hotel (central hotel belt). This puts an additional financial
burden on the Maccabiah but definitely upgrades the standard of accomodations.

SPORTS VENUES

Final arrangements have been made with the Jerusalem Municipality and Israel Sports
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Authority for equipping the new Jerusalem sports hall with gymnastics equipment
and we can therefore confirm that the gymnastics competitions will take place in
Jerusalem.

CEREMONIES
We are continuing to investigate many ideas. It appears that we wi Il not proceed with
the idea of a laser show at the opening. | attended a laser presentation in Stone

Mountain in Atlanta, Georgia and found it not sufficiently attractive for our pur-
poses, ihe Ramat Gan National Stadium rebuilding is proceeding on schedule. We
are all keeping our fingers crossed that they will complete it on time. We'are
continuing to have venue problems with the Closing Ceremony as holding the ceremony
at the Western Wall has not yet been approved and is likely not to beapproved.

We are now actively investigating other alternatives in Jerusalem.

The responsibility for organising Jerusalem Day and the Closing Ceremony has been accepted
by General Haim Nadel who is about to retire from active service and has volunteered
to join the Maccabiah organisers.

The Gala Concert with Zubin Mehta has had to be cancelled. They offered us a full
scale opera perfomance which after consulting with various overseas members was
decided to be unsuitable for a gala Maccabiah event and unfortunately the IPO could
not offer.us any alternative. With this in mind we decided that on Saturday, July 13
1985 we will hold the Chaiman’s Reception for Heads of Delegations and V.I.P.'S

and on Sunday, July 14, 1985 the Welcome Evening for the teams will be upgraded in
programme and will aiso.be offered to the V.I.P.’s. We are working on an ambitious
programme with.the participation of top artists and you should have no hesitations

In °yer>n9 +h'S PrO9ramme your V.I.P.’s. After we have made some further progress
and have cost estimates we will let you know if as a result of changes the price

will be reduced.

PRESS

We are.continutng to get questions and requests for information from the Jewish

Press in.various countries. This only indicates that the local organising committees
are not in touch. Would you please make sure you have full coverage. It has been
suggested that the surest way to get coverage is to invite a suitable member of the
press to attend the Maccabiah at the cost of the team. We know that in many cases
tnis will be difficult but if you should decide to do so we in Israel will give full
hospitality in Israel (tickets, tours, etc). In suitable cases we may eveXbe able
to offer accommodations but clearly this would have to be for a representative of a
major Jewish paper.

THEATRE FESTIVAL

Those countries who hold a competition for writing a play should have announced such
a competition by now in order to meet the deadlines. Other than Canada we have not
heara of any other country who has taken steps in this direction. Would you please
let us know what progress you are making. You will get a detailed circular but

in the meantime we would like to clarify one basic point. In the IMC it was
decided to hold a playwriting competition and to have the participating theatre
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groups perform in the particular play of the winning country. There are full details
of this in.Circular No. 11. In those countries where it is not possible to arrange

a playwriting competition, theatre groups will be able to participate with an
existing play as long as it meets the criteria of Jewish content/ length, number of

participants, etc.

The United States Maccabi Youth Games will be held in Detroit, Michigan from August
19 - 26, 1984. Arie Rosensweig will be present and any problems may be discussed
with him,

MACCABI WORLD UNION MAY 1979

PREAMBLE;

1.

The Maccabi World Union (M.W.U.) the progenitor and founder of the Maccabiah
Games shall set up a permanent committee for the Maccabiah Games (I.M.G.C.
Executive Board as provided hereunder)

The Maccabiah Games shall be an International Gathering of Jewish amateur
sportsmen and women to promote the athletic prowess of the Jewish People, to
strengthen the spiritual values of Judaism and to re-inforcs- the links of
the participants with the Old-New Land of Israel.

2. The objects and scope of authority of the I.M.G.C. Executive Board are set
out hereunder.

Only the Maccabi World Union (M.W.U.) shal i vest authority in the Internationa
Maccabiah Games Committee (1.M.G.C.) Executive Board to plan and supervise
the Maccabiah Games, held quadrennially in Israel.

3. The responsibility for the financial management of the Games shall be vested
in the M.W.U.

SECTION ONE: OBJECTIVES & TERMS OF REFERENCE OF THE I|.M.G.C.

1. To establish and lay down the general outline and policy governing the
Maccabiah Games.

2. To encourage anc promote the participation of Jewish athletes who are bone-
fide amateur sportsmen and women of the wci’ld in the Maccabiah Games
competitions.

3. To decide upon the programme of sports events, suitable dates and the duration
of the Games, following upon consultation with all countries likely to
parti ci pate.

4. To set up an Organising Committee in Israel (in compliance with Section 3

hereof).

a. To instruct the Organising Committee to uphold the rules and regulations
governing eligibility, selection and participation in the Games.

b. To instruct the Organising Committee to carry out the programming of
sporting events and of cultural and recreational activities.

ative basis. Al | matters not within the prerogative of the Juries of Appeal

‘as outlined in Section 3, clause 4 of this document), will fall under the
jurisdiction of the Court of Honour, whose decision shall be final and binding.
The Court of Honour to be set up by the I.M.G.C. Executive Board.

4. The Chairman of the 1.M.G.C. Executive Board will call for nominations
from the Continental Maccabi Constituents as we!l as from other organisa-
tions on a bssis to be recommended by the M.W.U. Executive. All nominations
will be subject to the approval of the Chairman of the I.M.G.C. Executive
Board.

5. The I.LM.G.C Executive Board shall be set up not less than 3 years prior
to the Games being held, in accordance with the method of nomination set
out in Section 2, clause 4. Such Executive Board shall carry on in office
until the appointment of a new I.M.G.C. Executive Board.

6. Members of the I.M.G.C. shall be expected to attend all meetings, as convened
by the Chairman, after prior consultation with them as to the most conveninet
date and venue.

7. Subject to the I.M.G.C. Chairman's consent and in exception cases only,
members shall be represented at meetings by duly accredited alternatives
of their respective nationalities.

8. Every member of the i .M.G.C. shall have one vote. All decisions shall be
subject to a simple majority, arid in the event of parity, the Chairman
shall have a casting vote.

9. If, during the interval between meetings of the |I.M.G.C., the Chairman has
to consult the members, votes can be cast by cable or letter and all
decisions so arrived at shall be deemed valid. In the event of a member
failing to reply within the specified time, the Chairman shall be entitled
to assume tacit consent.

SECTION THREE: THE ORGAN ISING COMMITTEE (O.C.) IN ISRAEL

I. There shall ue , up o> O.C, which will submit to the I.M.G.C. Executive
Board for its approval, the detailed programming of sporting, Jewish and
Israeli culture and touring and all other official events, the respective
venues as well as arrangements for feeding, housing, transportation and all
other matters relating to the care, health, welfare and safety of the parti-
cipating teams and their officials throughout their stay in Israel.

On receiving the necessary approval, the O.C. will implement the decisions
taken in as efficient a manner as possible and at the same time ensuring
that the Games will be consistent with the policy and the acknowledged
aims of the Maccabi World Movement.

2. The Chairman of the |.M.G.C. after consulting the Deputy Chairman shall
appoint a Chairman of the O.C. residing in Israel an the basis of a
recommendation from the M.W.U. Executive. This appointment shall be made
prior to the first meeting of the I.M.G.C. Executive Bcerd being held.



The Chairman of the O.C. wil |l be an ex-officio member of the | .M.G.C.

3. if practical, the Chairman of the O.C. will recommend the members of his
Committee for approval at the first meeting of the I.M.G.C. Executive Board.

If this is not practical; the proposed members will be submitted to the
Chairman of the I[.M.G.C. for his approval.

4. The O.C. will establish Juries of Appeal for each sport included in the Games
and these Juries of Appeal will deal purely with all technical and organisa-'
tional matters appertaining to their respective sport. Their decisions will
be final and binding and not subject to appeal.

5. The Chairman of the O.C. shall be in touch with and will report regularly
to the Chairman of the I.M.G.C. who in turn will keep members of the I.M.G.C.
and the Deputy Chairman fully informed.

6. The committee shall consist of as many members as is considered necessary.
Heads of Departments of the O.C. shall set up separate sub-committees,
entrusted with the implementation of every aspect of planning.

7. The set up of tfee O.C. and its terms of reference and the rules governing
the Games shall be subject to approval by the i.M.G.C. It shall invite,
enlist and encourage the co-operation of individuals belonging to all
Israeli sports organisations and their eligibility shall be decided on
competence,and personal merit oniy. Not later than 8 months prior to
the opening of the Games, the O.C. will send out its rules and regulations
for the competitions to be confirmed by the I.M.G.C. within a period not

exceeding one month. Each country will receive these rules and regulations
at least 6 months prior to the Games.

8. As the finanel.l responsibilities of the Games is that of the M.W.U., the Hon.
Treasurer.of the M\W.U. shall be a member of the I.M.G.C. as wel | as act as
Treasurer of the Maccabiah Organising Committee in Israel. Should the Hon.
Treasurer not be available, the Finance Committee of the M.W.U. Executive
will:appoint a Treasurer with the same rights and responsibilities as are
vested in the Treasurer of the M.W.U.

SECTION FOUR: NATIONAL TERRITORIAL MACCABIAH GAMES ORGANISING COMMITTEE (NMGOC)

1. In such countries where a Maccabi Territorial Organisation is recognised by
and affiliated to the M.\W.U., the Territorial Maccabiah Oranising Committee
shall be set up under its auspices, providing it can satisfy the i.M.G.C. and
the M\W.U. with ai | conditions as set cut under Section 4, clause 3.

2. In each case where these circumstances as in (1) do not apply, the National
Territorial Maccabiah Games Organising Committee (N.M.G.O.C.) will be set up
with the approval of the I.M.G.C. Executive Board.

3. Every 'N.M.G.O.C. shall be deemed to be duly authorised implementing agency
of the O.C' providing it complies with the following conditions:



b. That it shall invite and afford an opportunity to participate in the
Maccabiah Ga®es to any eligible Jewish amateur athlete and sportsman
in that country, regardless of club affiliation.

c. That is representative, as far as possible, of persons familiar with
the branches of sport in which the country expects to compete as well
as being capable of practical administration and fund-raising.

d. In addition to denoting its country, it shall include in its title the

words "Maccabiah Organising Committee" translated into the respective
languages.

e. That it shall submit, as soon as is requirec, a written declaration,
made in good faith, of its intentions and ability to send a team of
bona-fide Jewish amateur competitors.: to the Maccabiah Games and to
abide by the general rules and regulations as shall govern their
selection and participation.

f. That it shall include, in addition to its National Insignia, the
Maccabiah emblem on uniforms, badges and if possible, also on their
flags.

g. That it shall submit, when applying for participation, a signed
declaration to the O.C.. that it can satisfy administrative and finan-
cial requirements and it shall honour its undertakings.

h. That it shall assist financially, or in kind, to the best of its

abi " Hoc .bial' Village project, or any other endeavour designed
to enhance tne organisational success and prestige of the Games.

i. That it shall give an undertaking not to use the name Maccabiah for
purposes other than herein provided without the consent of the M.W.U.

SECTION FIVE:

This Charter shall be capable of amendment by a 2/3rds majority of those
entitled to vote at a Congress of the Maccabi World Union.

D. In addition to the permanent members of the Jury of Appeal, the above mentioned meeting
will elect deputies in the event that any appeal will involve countries whose
representatives are members of the Jury of Appeal.

E. The Chairman of the Jury of Appeal is authorized to nominate deputies in the event of 1
a case arising for discusion as described above in paragraph D.

Appeals

REPLY TO EDITORIAL IN THE JEWISH CHRONICLE MARCH 15, 1985

Dear Sir,

Allow me to comment on Mr. Chaim Bermant’s article in your March 15 issue
involving the forthcoming 12th Maccabiah.

Regretfully he totally misrepresents both the facts and the motives concerning
the decision to do away with national flags of the teams at the Opening
Ceremony parade of delegations. He puts some sinister motives into our
deci'sion, virtually a conspiracy of the "Israelis” to do away with the
characteristics and individuality of the various Jewish communities.

The facts are that not the sinister and scheming Israeli leaders (as Mr.
Bermant would let his readers believe) but the ’nternational Maccabiah
Committee with representatives from 20 countries which decided to give

a lead to the Olympic Games in trying to cut down the excessive use of flags
and anthems. . e; <.

In the Olympic movement the talk is all about the need to bring back the
brotherhood of sportsman. We feel that in addition we should emphasize our
Jewish unity. No one spoke of doing away with the teams' individual
charachteristics and athletes from Great Britain wil i of course be identified
as such and not by the sort of cynical nonsense envisaged by Chaim Bermant:
"Golus, Offshore Division." All we wish to do is to be honest with ourselves
and the sporting world. A Jewish athlete from Katanga or Japan (even though
born in Vi lna) participating in the Maccabiah is doing so for two reasons:

he is a sportsman and he is a Jew. His participation is certainly no reason
to parade the flags of Katanga (that was) or of the Rising Sun of Japan.

Maybe Mr. Bermant wil | once accept that people do mean what they say and there
iS no need to read into their ideas a sinister plot for the diminishing and
destruction of the Diaspora. If he will be privileged to be amongst the
50,000 spectators at the Opening Ceremony on July 15th maybe he will
understand our motives.

Why lIsrael’'s leaders want
us to lower our flag

THE TWELFTH international
Maccabiah Games are to be held in
Ramat Gan in July. On the eleven
previous occasions they had an
impressive opening ceremony, with
the different national contingents
marching under their own flags.

This time, says the games
committee chairman, Michael
Kevehazi, they will dispense with the
national flags because, as he put it,
“we want the twelfth games to
symbolise the unity of the Jewish
people."

In which, case, they should
consider abolishing the games
altogether, for contingent will
contend against contingent, and
brother against brother. Some will
win, agreat many willlose, and there
is no greater source of disunity than
the competitive spirit.

| believe, however, that there is
more to Mr Kevehazi’s innocent
idea, so innocently expressed, than
meets the eye.

From 1948 to 1952, during the
years of mass immigration, both the
Israeli Government and the Jewish
Agency sought to eliminate the
different characteristics of the
different immigrant groups through
a policy of total integration, so that
there would in future be no such
thing as Moroccan Jews, or Poles, or
Yemenites, or Romanians, ot
Bulgarians, ar Iraqis, or even
Anglo-Saxons, but only Israelis. It
didn’t work, because the different
groups proved to be fairly stubborn
in asserting their individuality.

Out of this failure there grew the
new policy of diversity through
which they were encouraged to
maintain their own folk customs,
and, where they had lapsed, torevive
them, so that, forexample, at the end
of Pesach, Israel is now treated to an

annual Moroccan Maimouna
festival which has something of the
raucousness and.colour of our own
Notting Hill carnival. Yet ifthe idea
of diversity within unity is
acceptable in Israel, it is, apparently,
not acceptable in the diaspora.

Last month there was a Knesset
debate on the decline in aliya, which
several speakers ascribed to the
stubborn belief of diaspora
communities that they had a
legitimate existence of their own. |
found the whole tone of the debate
disturbing, for it suggested that if
Jews have a right to be in the
diasporaatall, it is only as a pressure
group on behalfoflsrael, asa source
of funds and as a potential source of
aliya.

Word seems to have gone out that
every effort should be made to
discourage diaspora communities
from thinking of themselves as social
and cultural entities in their own
right. | half suspect that the
proposed flagless Maccabiah is part
of this same effort.

How, in the absence of national
flags, will the different Maccabi
contingents identify themselves? |
have visions of British athletes, for
example, marching behind a blue-
and-white banner reading “Golus:
Offshore Division™; Australians
under another reading “Golus:
Antipodean Division™”; and so on. It
will all look a trifle bizarre, but that
is the least of it. What ! object to is
the philosophy behind it.

There was a time, before the rise of
Hitler, when some Jews liked to
think of themselves as Germans, or
Dutchmen, or Englishmen, “of the
Mosaic persuasion,” which was
soon shown to be the presumptuous
nonsense it was; but it seems to me
that we are now being nudged

towards thinking of ourselves as
Israelis in temporary exile.

One of the influential figures who
have lent their weight to this idea is
Rabbi Shlomo Riskin, formerly of
the Lincoln Jewish Center, New
York (now popularly known as the
Riskin Center) and of Efrat (soon to
be, popularly known as Givat
Riskin), who is due to speak in
London next week.

A few weeks ago in this paper he
wrote that we are in the diaspora as
“a punishment for our sins.” If this
should indeed be true then there is
something to be said for sinning, but
what he obviously meant was that
there was no value and no future to
our existence.

| think this is manifestly untrue of
American Jewry, which has the
numbers, the resources, the
institutions and the self-assurance to
maintain itself in perpetuity. 1 am,
however, a good deal less sanguine
about our prospects here in the
British Isles, not because of external
pressures — Jews as Jews have never
had it so good in this country — but
because | am not sure if we have the
will to survive.

The fact that we are closing down
one old-age home and possibly
others, and that cultural institutions
to the right and the left of the
community are being starved of
funds, suggests that material
resources are already being
transferred to Israel in anticipation
of an eventual dissolution.

| believe that, in spite of our small
numbers, we have characteristics,
traditions and institutions worth
preserving, but if we allow ourselves
to be browbeaten into believing that
we have no future, then assuredly we
shall have none, and what’s more,
we shall deserve none.

Enclosed you will find a copy of the minutes.of the recent IMC Meetings. Those
of you who were present wi Il agree that a summarised list of decisions by
necessity does not do justice to the many hours of high quality and concentrated
work accomplished.

There are still some countries where we only have vague promises or unconfirmed
entries, subject to financial problems being resolved. We appreciate the
difficulties being faced by a number of countries, but it is impossible for us
to take on obligations and commitments without having full information in our
hands. We are in touch with each country and are making it clear that unconfirmed
entries without instalment payments will not be accepted and such entries will
not be processed and-inchlaccommodation will be reserved.

Please make sure that each of you are aware of the various payment dates agreed
upon and also let us have your answers regarding individual events.

The resolution in the minutes regarding flags should be noted. Please make
sure that you have colourful, good sized club or association flags.

Other points which should be emphasised:

1. Wives or husbands of team management may not be housed at Kfar Hamaccabiah,
except in the case where the spouse has been registered as an official in
his or her own right for a specific team function.

2. The Caesarea "Salute to our Guests" on July 14, 1985 is intended not only
for VIP's and visitors but the more mature athletes (golf, bridge, bowls,
veterans events, etc.) If you wish such team members to participate in this
event instead of the "Welcome Evening"” for the teams at Kfar Hamaccabiah to
be held at the same time, please make sure that you order sufficient tickets
for Caesarea, as that event is by ticket only.

3. Surplus Equipment (both sports and medical) left over at the end of the
games should be handed to the Purchasing Dept, of the Maccabiah (Yitchak
Frenkel) for the sake of orderly distibution Teams are asked not to make
their own arrangements in this respect,

4. Medical Insurance (hospitalisation) for each team member is compulsary.
Without proof of cover athletes will not be allowed to participate.

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THE GENERAL DISCIPLINARY REGULATIONS OF THE 12TH MACCABIAH

SANCTION

These regulations are in force and approved by the 12th Maccabiah Organising
Committee (hereby the Committee).

The regulations will remain in force until cancelled by the Committee.
APPLICATION
These regulations will apply to ail particpants of the 12th Maccabiah: Sports-

men, teams, delegation members and their managers, officials, team or delegation
officials, and any other officials in the 12th Maccabiah.

These regulations wvill also apply to the Referees of the 12th Maccabiah only
with reference to complaints they may submit.

ELECTIONS AND AUTHORITY

The Disciplinary Committee will include from 10 to 15 members from Israel and
other countries, and will function in each meeting with 3 members. The
Committee may act as well with only 2 members who will make lodgements on any
complaints directed to them.

The Chairman of the Committee will be a jurist appointed by the Committee.

The Disciplinary Committee is entitled to invite any player, observer, referee,
delegation representative or team representative for investigation or to testify
as it seems fit.

Those invited should appear at the time published in these regulations, or by _
written personal invitation. A referee will be invited only if he was attacke”™J
or if there were exceptional outbursts and this also by decision of the
Disciplinary Committee. Questioning of the referee, if necessary, will be done
only by the members of the Disciplinary Committee. A referee of a game that

was interrupted or in which there was an exceptional outburst, must appear before
the Disciplinary Committee to testify, on the date specified in these regulations,
or by written invitation.

If the accused fails to appear, the Disciplinary Committee has the right to deal
with the complaintagainst him and to decide according to the material presented
in his absence.

The Disciplinary Committee sentence will be in force on the date signed by their
respective members or by any other time published by the Disciplinary Committee
in their sentence.



F. The Disciplinary Committee is sovereign in their discussions and decisions, and
no other body has the right to intervene. The Disciplinary Committee sentences
are final and need no additional confirmation.

G. The Disciplinary Committee is not bound to any Israeli common laws, and has
the right to fix the order of the hearings. The Disciplinary Committee, may
but must not, hear witnesses as requested by the accused.

Lj. SCHEDULED MEETINGS OF THE DISCIPLINARY COMMITTEE

A. The meetings of the Disciplinary Committee wvill take place every morning at
9.00 a.m. in the 12th Maccabiah Headquarters office. In special cases additional
meetings will take place, by decision of the Chairman of the Disciplinary
Commi ttee.

B. The behaviour of the accused and witnesses appearing before the Disciplinary

Committee wvill be the same as in the civil court and any infringement of the 4
proper behaviour will be considered contempt of court and will be penalised

accordi ngly.

C. The Disciplinary Committee will complete the trial of each accusation brought
before it in its first meeting. If the Disciplinary Committee sees it necessary

to postpone the discussion, it may do so only by giving an interim decision
stating the status of the accused, until it delivers the final verdict.

5. PROCEDURE

A. A complaint filed may be considered for discussion according to the procedures
stated below:

(1.) Through the Chairperson of a sports department committee.

(2.) The Referee's report which will include the exact details related to the
offen ce.

REMARK: The referee's report will be written immediately after the end
of the game/competition and wvill be promptly delivered to the
Maccabiah offices.

(3.) A complaint from an official observer

(A.)) A complaint from the Committee and/or a sports department concerning organi-

sational offences, disobeying orders given by the Committee, disorderly con-
duct by a participant .or near the playing field, the Maccabiah offices,
accommodations, or iin any other location connected with the 12th Maccabiah.
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The outcome of a competition or a game, the events of which will be heard by
the Committee, will be decided upon by the Disciplinary Committee,

If the sentence of the Disciplinary Committee decision is not carried out, it
will give rise to an additional claim.

A player or competitor expelled by the referee from a game or competition,
whether or not his identity card was taken by the referee, must automatically
appear, without an invitation, at the closest meeting of the Disciplinary
Committee, at the Maccabiah offices in Kfar Hamaccabiah at 9.00 a.m. the next
morning or earlier, if he is so notified. If he fails to appear, the Disciplinary
Committee will have the right to discuss the matter and arrive at a verdict

in his absence.

The above pertains to all participating athletes in the Maccabiah except
Football players in the first instance of expulsion from the field (by one red
card, two yellow cards or recording in the referee's report) as described in
sections (2) and (3).

A player or a competitor who was not expelled from a game or a competition, or
did not participate in a game or competition, and against whom there is a com-
plaint in the referee's report must appear before the Disciplinary Committee
meeting to which he will be invited through his delegation head or team manager.

If he fails to appear, the complaint will be discussed and a verdict taken in
his absence'

A complaint made against a Team, an Official , a Delegation Official, or a Coach
requires that they must appear before the Disciplinary Committee, to which the
accused will be invited through the head of his delegation. If he fails to
appear, the complaint will be discussed and a verdict taken in his absence.

The accused must appear in person before the Disciplinary Committee and has no
right to appear with anyone on his behalf except an interpreter.

An accused found guilty by the Disciplinary Committee, and punished, will not
be able to appeal and the decision and the punishment will be final.

GENERAL

Every person is responsible for the natural results of his deeds and is of
sound mind until proven otherwise.

Lack of knowledge of a programme, sport regulations, game or match regulations,
disciplinary regulations or any other regulations of the 12th Maccabiah, wvill
not serve as an excuse or defence.

In the case of a conviction for a repeated offence, the Disciplinary Committee

will have the right to impose a more severe punishment than otherwise might



been given for a similar offence, but in any case the punishment wvill be no
more severe than in the previous case.

(1) A player or competitor who is expelled from a game or competition, whether or
not his identity card was taken by the referee, wvill be considered under
suspension, and will not be able to participate in games or competitions
until the discussion of his case has been finalised by the Disciplinary
Commi ttee.

2 In the Maccabiah Football Tournament, a player who has been cautioned twice
during the game, that is the Referee has shown a yellow card twice, and/or
the cautions have been registered in the Referee's report, will be auto-
matically suspended from the first game to be played after receiving the

second caution and wvill not be required to appear before the Disciplinary
Commi ttee.

(3) A player who is expelled from a game by a Referee showing a red card and/or

by recording the expulsion in the Referee's report, will be automatically
suspended from the first game to be played after the expulsion and wvill
not be required to appear before the Disciplinary Committee.

(4) Notwithstanding the above, in the event of any complaint concerning the

penalities mentioned above, the player will appear before the Disciplinary
Committee for their verdict for:

(a) Insulting a referee

(b) sStriking a referee

(c) Refusing to leave the field

(d) Refusal by Captian for assistance to the referee
(e) lllegal participation in a game

() Disturbing the peace

(g0 Contempt of Disciplinary Committee

If the Disciplinary Committee has not finalised the discussion of his case
the same day of the game, or the day after, the Disciplinary Committee muswW

the competitor will be allowed

The Disciplinary Committee, may decide that within the framework of the punishments
under their authority, each punishment imposed may be suspended punishment.

The details of the suspension and the date of the enactment of the punishment

may be unconditionally considered by the Disciplinary Committee. The Committee

must enact the suspended sentence in the case of the offence noted in that
sentence has been repeated.

The Disciplinary Committee in deciding the expulsion of a player or competitor or
suspending a team's activities, is allowed to get the expulsion period to the
maximum, i.e. until the end of the 12th Maccabiah.



Suspension

(1.) A suspended team will not be allowed, during the period of suspension, to
participate in any competition (including a friendly competition).

(2.) The players of a suspended team are not allowed to play as a team in any
other framework or under a different name.

Expulsion

(1.) An expelled player or competitor is not allowed to participate in any
competition (including a friendly one), during the period of his expulsion.

(2.) An expelled player, competitor, or official is not allowed to fulfil any
official role on his team.

Prohibited Representation and Executive of Official Duties

If such a punishment is imposed on an offical or coach, he will not be allowed
to represent his delegation in the Maccabiah during the period of the punishment,
nor may he appear on behalf of the delegation, in any Maccabiah institution,

nor will he be allowed to sign any official document on behalf of his delegation.

Compensation

(1.) In case of bodily harm inflicted on a referee, after which he cannot continue
his regular work, the Disciplinary Committee may be allowed to punish the
team or delegation to which the offender belongs with an additional compen-
sation sum, for the lost working days and medical expenses. (This in addition
to the regular punishment). The sum wvill be fixed by theeDisciplinary
Committee, on condition that the referee will present proper documents
justifying his claim for compensation.

(2.) The above mentioned rule will also apply in cases where players, competitors,
officials, etc. will be hurt intentionally.

@) In the case of damage to a referee's or a team's property, the Disciplinary”™
Committee will be allowed to punish the guilty team or delegation, in addi-
tion to the regular punishment, with compensation payment to cover the

expenses of the damage.

OFFENCES AND PUNISHMENT

A player, official, coach or anybody who fulfils a role on the team or dele-
gation, found guilty for one or more of the following offences will be punished
according to the punishment list in section B.

Dangerous Play - play that could physically injure an opponent and which
is against the rules of the game/competition, as a result of which a
pi ayer/competi tor is taken out of the game/competi tion.

Refusal of Pllayer/Competi tor to Leave the Game/Competi tion - Refusal
by a player/competi tor to obey the referee's order to leave the playing
field with a resulting interruption of the game/competition.

Non-Support of Referee by Team Captian/DelegationsHead ~ When a player/com-
petitor is ordered off the field/court, refuses to comply, and the Team
Capti an/Del egation Head does not offer support to the Referee.

lllegal Participation in a Game/Competition - A player/competitor who has

no official identity card, and/or a player/competitor who is participating

in a game competition with a team other than for that which he is registered,
or a player/competitor who was punished and expelled from participation or
who was participating in contradiction to the statutes or regulations.

Disturbances - Causing any disturbances or riots in the field/court or
pl ay/competi tion or in its surrounding area, or in the Maccabiah Offices,
Village, living quarters or in any place connected with the 12th Maccabiah.

Contempt of Court -~ Disrespect towards any kind of court or law of the
12th Maccabiah by insulting gestures or disorder in any of the meetings of
the various courts.

OFFENCES AND PUNISHMENTS FOR TEAMS/DELEGATIONS

A team/delegation found guilty for one or more of the following
offences wvill be subject to one or more of the following punishments:

OFFENCES LIST

(1+) Leaving the Playing Ground/Court/Competition or Refusal to Continue

the Game/Competition - Leaving the playing ground/competition,
during the game or before the referees whistle to signal the official
end of the game/competition or refusal of players/competitors to
continue their participation in the game/competition, before the
final whistle, so that the game/competition was not finished at the

official time.

(2 ) Failure to Appear in a Game/Competition - Failure to appear in a
game/competit ion with insufficient reason.

(3.) Causing Fights or Disturbances, Attacking the Referee or the
Opposing Team - Causing disturbances on the field of play/
competition, or in the surrounding area, or attacking the referee
or the opposing team.

Giving No Protection to the Referee - Not giving protection to the
referee of the game/competition or to the Secretariate Members,

or to any other person who fulfils an official role.

Participation of Punished Competitor in Game/Competition - Allowing tfie
participation of a player/competi tor who was punish.ed to take part in

games/competi tions.

Participation of a Player/Competitor in Contradiction to Statutes and/or
Regulations - Participation of a player/competitor. who is not rp.gKtprpd in the
list delivered to the referee; participation of a player/competitor after

the permissable number of substitutions was made; participation of a

player who was expelled by the referee.

(7¢) Injury to Referee or Players by a Fan or Fans.

(8.) Offence against 12th Maccabiah Regulations or EXxplicit Orders - An offence

against any order of the 12th Maccabiah Regulations or refusal to fulfil
any order issued in writing by one of the Maccabiah Offices or on its behalf.

(3. ) Unsporting Behaviour - Before the beginning of the game/competition, during
the game/competition, or after, the end of the game/competition, either on
the playing field/court or its surrounding areas.



(10.) Breaking in of Fans onto the Field of Play/Court, which causes Suspension
of the Game/Competition;

(11.)) Injury to Referee or Opponents by a Fan or Fans - Injury to the referee or
opponents by a fan or fans on the field/court or in the surrounding area,
either before, during or after the game/competition.

(12.) Unsporting Behaviour of Fans - Breaking in to playing field/court with
intent to strike the referee or the opponents; throwing stones, bottles
or any other objects on the referees; or any other attempt to attack the
referee or the opponents, either on the playing field/court or the nearby
area, before, during or after the game/competitions.

PUNISHMENT LIST

(1.) A rebuke or caution.

(2.) Suspension from all Maccabiah Games.
(3.) Suspension from one game/competition up to a general suspension.

REMARK: In any case when the Disciplinary Committee wvill decide upon
suspension, the Committee will also decide on the punishment
imposed on the players/competitors/delegation, according to the
following:

(i) Each suspension punishment will also include the suspension of all the
players/competitors/delegation from games/competition for an equivalent
period.

(ii) The Disciplinary Committee is entitled to punish each of the team/
delegation/players/competi tors.

(4.) Deduction of | - 4 points from the balance of the teams' points.
(5.) Loss of game/competition points.
(6.) A fine of $1Q0-$1000 in shekels.

(7.) Compensation payment to the opposing team, or to the referee, for the
damage caused to their property or to their body. The exact amount wvill
be decided upon by the Disciplinary Committee.

PUNISHMENT OF TEAMS/DELEGAT10NS/COUNTRI ES

A team/delegation/country that wishes to suspend their own player/competitor
from participation so that the punishment will be recognised by the Organising
Committee, must immediately notify the Committee, and the punishment will be
considered as any other punishment given by the Disciplinary Committee.

OPERATING PROCEDURE OF THE DISCIPLINARY COMMITTEE

Referee Appearance at the Disciplinary Committee Sessions.

(1) In the cases where the referee was forced to stop a game/competition

due to exceptional outbursts and disturbances, the referee will appear
whenever invited by the Disciplinary Committee.



(2.) The referee's evidence will be heard only by the Disciplinary Committee
without the presence of outside influences.

(3.) If the accused will ask to invite the referee, the Disciplinary Committee
will take the decision, and that will be a final one.

WITNESSES

(1.) Witnesses will give evidence before the Disciplinary Committee only after
the Disciplinary Committee decides so, and such a decision will be final
with no right to appeal.

(2.) The accused may appear with witnesses for his defence but the Disciplinary
Committee will decide whether or not to hear them.

(3.) The Disciplinary Committee may invite witnesses on it's own initiative.

FAILURE OF ACCUSED TO APPEAR

If the accused fails to appear before the Disciplinary Committee, the
Committee has the right to discuss his matter and to take a decision in
his absence.

THE PROSECUTION
(1.) The representative of the Committee will prepare the claim in detail.

(2.) Each claim wvill include the appropriate clause in the Disciplinary
Regulations.

(3.) The copy of the claim will be forwarded to the Disciplinary Committee
which wvill consider if it is necessary to call witnesses for investigation.

DISCIPLINARY COMMITTEE PROCEDURE

(2.) Asking the accused if he admits guilt.

(3.) If the accused admits, he will have the right to plead for a less severe
pun i shment.

(4.) If he does not admit, the Committee will hear his version and will decide
whether or not he is guilty. If he will be found guilty, the verdict
will be given on the spot.

SENTENCE

The Disciplinary Committee may give the sentence as follows:

(1.) Reading out in the presence of the accused.

(2.) By notifying the accused, a day after the discussion, through the
Committee secretary in the Maccabiah Offices.



(3¢) 1n the case of a conviction after an admission of guilt, the Committee
must only justify the sentence with reference to it's severity and not

on the essence of the conviction.

(4.) If the accused denies guilt and was found guilty, the Disciplinary
Committee must justify both the conviction and the severity of the

punishment

(5.) Each sentence will state exactly when the punishment takes effect.
