The program will last five days and 
is being organized with the full cooperation of the Hebrew 
University Student Union.

This unique five - day student encounter, which is the 
first of its kind, will take place at the end of the Maccabiali 
events from July 25-29,1997.

A detailed schedule of events of the SEMEL '97 
program will be distributed later.
