The interest of the local public in Sport has indeed
greatly increased, but this favourable change has not yet resulted in any
material support from the governing authorities. There are very few Sport
leaders and their hard work is not limited only to organisation and management;
it is heavily burdened with material problems which are not so easily solved.

The outsider, although an admirer of sport, cannot appreciate the great
work and self-sacrifice of our sport leaders. Only now, when | have begun the
organisation work for the Championship contests, have | become aware of the
tremendously difficult task which our Sport leaders have undertaken. Their
success in accomplishing so much in spite of almost insurmountable difficulties
is due solely to their love of and devotion to Sport.

I am, therefore, happy at the opportunity to participate in this work
and to assist, to some extent, our devoted sport leaders in their very difficult
task.

I have great hopes that, through the present contests, the local public
will have the opportunity to acquaint itself more closely with our Sport

leaders so that the number of the active friends of the local Sport movement

will increase.
