HISTORY

OF THE
JCC MACCABI YOUTH GAMES

The Jewish Community Centers Maccabi Youth Games are the
most recent offspring of a proud tradition of international Jewish
amateur athletic competition that predates the modern
Olympics, the Maccabiah Games held every four years in Israel.

The Maccabiah Games have consistently attracted the cream of
Jewish athletes, many of whom have gone on to achieve fame in
the Olympics, as well as in professional athletics. Among the
many Americans who have participated in the Maccabiah
Games is Mark Spitz, who earned a record-number seven gold
medals in the 1972 Olympics. Another Maccabiah Games alum-
nus is the 1984 Olympics-medalist Mitch Gaylord, the first
American gymnast to record a perfect 10 in competition.

The first National Jewish Community Centers Maccabi Youth
Games were held in Memphis, Tennessee, in 1982 for teens 13-16
years of age. Since then, the Youth Games have grown dramati-
cally with each celebration and have emerged to the point where
international competitions are held every year.

In 1996, for the first time ever, the international event will take
place in two cities, St. Louis and Metro West New Jersey.
Approximately 1,400 athletes, 250 from the local delegation, will
be in St. Louis to compete before spectators from all over the
world.
