Fortunately, during the pest war years, notably 1946, since when Buropean
Conferences were being held annually, s recommendation was made to the
Maccabl World Union, and unanimously adopted, to extend and to broaden
the character of the Naccabiah, which was to become a World Jewish Sports
Festival. Toat decision, I might add, was not made in the same way,
or as a result of zn International Socialist Congress, such as was held
in Vienna, to which you refer me in your letter under regly. Furthermore,
the HMaccabi World Union hes decided to hold the KHasccabiah Games in Israzel,
for reasons which I need hardly explain. It does not necessarily nmean
that the laccabiah, now bearing the character of z World Jewish Sports
Festival, hes bean converted into s purely Isracli promotion. If it were,
it could then be argued, with some reasonable loglic, that the ldaccabiah
ought to de organised, sponsored end financed by the Israeli Government,
or by the Israel Sports Federation, or as & result of a general effort
of all existing Israeli Sports Orgenisationse

For the present, nothing has occurred to cause the Maccabi World Union
to betray their policy; the somewhat hostile sttitude of Hapoel has rather

Thank you for vour letter of 22nd February.

I appreciate your admission that you found it somewhat dif ficult to answer
my letter of 2lst January and that this was the reason why you kept me waiting for
the past two months,

I will take advantage of vour offexr to answer some questions and I trust you will
treat this letter, not as an of ficial communication, but as one coming personally
from myself to yourself, This may help clear the air.

I am afraid that you are over-simplifying the issues under discussion. You refer
to "affiliation” to the Maccabi World Union as a natural act but you seem to overlook
certain side issues. You differentiate between the concept of "affiliation" and that
of "union', In the Maccabi World Union Constitution there is provision for affiliation
only. The Maccabi Movement has been a Roof Organisation for the past 7 decades,
endeavouring to unite Jewish Youth and Sports Organisations owing allegiance to non-political
Zionism. What you seem to disregard is that if we werxe to depart from any of our
important principles, this might set a dangerous precedent in other countries.

T Under existing rules, Hapoel would be required formally to amalgamate with
Maccabi-Israel and be expected to subscribe to all provisions of the Maccabi World Union
Constitution. You would, therefore, have to alter also some of your own Constitutional
provisions, according to which you are, [ believe, affiliated to other world Federations -
whose character is not compatible with that of the Maccabi World Union. ! wish I could -
find a solution to this somewhat knotty problem. I can assure you that we are not unaware
of the existence of such dif ficulties. This is why [ have asked vou to produce a copy
of your Constitution, rules and regulations, which you did not send me,

Now, assuming that affiliation of Hapoel to the Maccabi World Union was possible,

What contribution could Hapoel make towards a better and wider extension of the
Maccabi Woxld Union as the Roof Organisation of "all Zionist Sports Federatwns of
the world" which do not already exist?

Do you really believe that where the Maccabi World Union has failed to set up in
any part of the world Maccabi Clubs and Youth Centres, we could succeed with the
help of Hapoel?

What would be the nature of Hapoel's help? Would Hapoel agree that such new
Clubs be set up on the accepted pattern of Maccabi being non-partisan and non~political,
recognising only the Maccabi World Union as the parent body?

Since Hapoel is an Organisation based in Israel only, would you expect to have
representation on the Maccabi World Union Executive and, if so, on what basis?

What kind of man~power and/or of financial assistance could Hapoel offer with a
view to spreading the Maccabi Movement to other parts of the world where no Jewish
Youth or Sperts Organisations exist at all?

For affiliation (or unity) to be effective with any other body, there must be some
distinct advantages to both parties to the deal. This is a concept upon which I would
like you to enlarge, Hence my request for a comprehensive memorandum, which you
appear to be reluctant to submit for reasons which I cannot understand.

You proceed by stating that affiliation will avoid "frictions and bitterness",
According to all opinions, relations between Hapoel on the one part and Maccabi-Israel
and the Maccabi World Union on the other, have always been of a friendly nature,
especially when co-operation in the interests of both was considered necessary. [ see no
reason why such mutual friendship cannot be fostered and strengthened also in future,
providing all of us are equally as interested in the welfare of Jewish Youth, promoted
through Sports, Recreational and Social activities in Israel as well as in the Diaspora.

Flease, believe me that | am not trying to evade the issue, When a Committee is
set up to study Hapoel's request for affiliation I have no doubt in my mind that all
the above questions, and more, will be asked and that, unless they are answered by you
and any one of your colleagues clearly, and without ambiguity, some modus vivendi
could not be found which would perpetuate a closer and more sincere relationship between
Hapoel and those who desire to see co~operation and unity in the ranks of our Youth
in these trying days for world Jewry.

If only you could answer the above questions clearly I am sure that it will be possible :
for us to cornply with Minister Allon's wishes for a Fact~Finding Committee to be set up =, |
with a view to studying these problems in the hope of Emdmg a solution acceptable to
all concerned. . N

We desire to draw attenticn of Delegates of the 22nd Zionist
Cengress to twe questions and to prepose ways and means required for
regularisation and establishment c¢f proper relationships ameng the
gseveral sports organisations and the physical educaticon asscciations.
We propose to deal with these matters under the twe chapters:-

L. « Sports in Eretz Israel,

B.  Physical Education in the Diaspcra.
A,

From the beginning of the present century the vital necessity
cf proper physical educaticn has become common knowledge in all social
strata, The very principle that it is everybedy's elementary duty te
pay attention tc his physique deoes not nowadays require much elaboration,
In our age it is hardly possible to come across anybody with even the
most modest measure »f education and intelligence, who weuld gainsay the ‘
fact that the huran body is a2 prime factor in moulding personality. Good _ ;
health and physical vigour are taken for granted when a better society
and order of affeirs are le'ng contemplated,

In Bretz Israsl physical education carried on by the several
sports associations reaches only a minute fraction of the people who do
really stand in need of tihat education. The means at the dispesal of
these organisations are grossly insufficient as the requisite conditions
and technical opportunities are still in a most primitive state. Com~
pared with our cutstanding achievements in agricu’ture, industry and
manufacture, science and medicine we are still at the lowest stages in
our advance towards an appropriate level in physical educaticn. And
let us bear in mind the role the sport plays in the field »f internatinnal
intercourse, in cementing friendly contacts and relations and as a vehicle
for information (especially so in the Anglc-~Saxon world). It should be
noted that we have attained no international renown in the international ™
field either, although our activities and experience in tHis country have
established beyond any shade of doubt that we have in Eretz Israel a con-
siderable number of sportsmen of such promising capabilities whe could
soon make up sports achievements to equal our achievement in other fields
of life. It hardly now requires great labours tc prove that with the
assistance from and guidance by our national institutions we can easily
come in to our own and achieve credit and even renown in international sports.
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There are in fact two sports organisaticns in this country,

with no cennection or regular intercourse, not tc speak of co~ordination,

between them. The one is "Hapoel" sports organisation cf the General
. Federation of Labour, Histadruth, the other "Hamaccabee" the sports organ-
¢ isation of the "Citizens Bloc" (middle classes). Hapoel was from its
;; very inception a labour organisation within the framework of the Jewish
4 labour movement and its General Federaticn, Hamaccabee has on the other
¢ hand tried their hand at pretences styling itself as non- partisan and above
w party and class divisicn and "All-Jewry" sports crganisation, But the
- truth behind appearances and pretences is net far to seek, In the 1944
% elections to the General Council of the Jewish Community Hamaccabee appeared
 in a separate party list representing the citizens bloc. And in the
¢ electinns tc the 22nd Zionist Congress they have again played their party
polities, While they have proved a failure at both elections, mustering
i about 1300 votes in each and have not secured sven cne delegate, its poli-
iy tical colours and affiliations are certainly indisputable.

Hapoel. Sports dssociaticn was fcunded in 1925 and was designed
to serve as a workers sports organisation. Hapcel have at first had nc
outside assistance and even the General Federation was not fully alive to
the importance ef physical education and did not at first render us any
assistance worth mentioning. This state of indifference socn changed
entirely, Hapoel becoming eventually the largest sports organisation in the
country and is alsc having now liberal assistance from the Federation.
Our organisation 1s running 120 branches throughout Palestine, i.e. in
towns, most of the villages and in practically every agricultural labour
settlement, The membership is now estimated at 10,200, but the number
of supporters and friends is coegual with the entire membership of the
General Federation i,e., abcut 150,000,

Hapoel association promotes and encourages every branch of
physical education, and the training and instruction in many kindred
spheres viz. sea-~manship, aerocnautics and flying. Below is a brief
sketch of our activities in 1946/47:~

Considerable improvements were made in a number of fields by
way of consolidating and improving cur achievements, as well as some
improvements in organisation and finances. All the same mention must
be made of two notable shortcemings we have not been able tc overcome
yeb:
7 (a) We still fall short of means and ways for catering the

expanding reguirements in towns and to a certain extent

in villages. The staff of instructors is not in a
positicn tec cope with the growing needs and increasing
opportunities.

(b) Our financial resources are obviously inadequate to support. -
the requirements of our growing membership in our different
branches, The sssistance rendered by the central institut-
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jons of the Federation has found no ccunterpart in the
local settlements and the meagre assistance given by
national or municipal bodies is ir. no preporticn whatever
to the cwn widespread activities carrisd out amongst the
great massss of the pecple, in rest houses and otherwise.
A great hampering facter is the lack of sports events and
competitions withoul Hapoel ranks,

Hamaccabee persists in boycotting us and but for football matches
there exists no contact between thesc two main orgenisaticns., During the
last year with the intensification of the Arab boycc, we no longer meet
members of non-Jewish communities cn the "filelds", The same gces for
pclice and army teams, The neighbouring ccuntries are also hermetically
closed before us. We have, therefore, per force tc restrict ourselves
to cerrying activities solely within our own organisation,

Hapoel Property.

Great impro. m-abs were effected in this field - buildings were
constructed, swimming-pools built, playgrounds imprcved and illuminated.
Althcugh the tcwns, i.e. Jerusalem, Tel Aviv and Haifa scem unfortunately
to be considerably lagging behind in this respect, whereas in the villages
and werkers agriculiural settlements nctable improvements were made and &
number of sperts halls and swimming~pools are under construction (at
Givat-H.im, Xcfar Giladi and several other places).

The Department of Sporhs Eouipment and Stores,

We attach greah importance to the a/m wechnical department
set up by our Central Committee some 8 months ago. This department
employs now 2.technicsl engineers (part-tims) and cne construction
engineer (full~time) -Mmose duty it is to assist, gulde and. advise cn

This
department has already exscuted a number of impor:iant plans and works,
i.e.:- '

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Maritime Instruction and Seamanship.

Regular maritime instruction and training is given at Hapoel
branches at:- Tel Aviv, Heaifa, Tiberias, Nathanya, Bat~Yam., For i
reasons beyond our contrcl we are unable to hold this year our advanced
central instruction courses but have instead greatly intensified local
training.

- We have managed, with the assistance of the Palestine Maritime
League and the Maritime Department of the Jewish Agency tc increase cur
maritime pcssessions, *le now have 27 sailing vessels and'rowing crafts.
20 members of cur maritime secticn joined the British Commercial Fleet
and over 200 Joined the Reyal Navy. Some cf cur best instructors were
amongst the crew of 23 manning, the famcus naval craft lest in acticn.
Our maritime sections number now about 1000 members.

Gymnastics and Training of Sport Instructors,

We have kept on hclding our amnual courses for the training
of sports instructors. Fach course lasting fer about a menth, Ve
have furthermcre held advance courses and regilonal courses. 4 course
for training instructcrs from amongst ex-servicemen was conducted by
the General Cocuncil of the Jewish Community, comprised amongst it 40
trainees, 19 Hapoel members who will shortly reinforce the ranks ~f cur
sports instructors, We have alsc been instrumental in the intreduction
of compulsory courses of physical exercises in brads schools and other
institutions (women workers councils, youth training centres) and in
enhancing greater attention and interest in physical exercise.

Games.

Games are the most popular feature in Hapoel agenda. 123
teams took part in the games for the Seventh 4nnual Cup in basket~ball
and volley-ball games and 2000 members tock part in these contests.
Although it must be admitted that the lack of internaticnal contests
and the shortage of adequate play-grounds (especially in towns) con-~
stituted a serious hindrance.

Light Athletdics.

An all round advence was achieved in this field in the year
under review. 23 new records were set, and Hapoel Athletes are very
cager to compete with outside athletes of high standing, but that is
impossible at present, We tried very hard to visit Cyprus, but our
visas were cancelled in the last hour.
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Swimming.

.The most remarkable general improvements were attained in this
branch this year. The growing number of good swimming-pocls, the regular
courses snd instruction in this field have all contributed towards the
gratlfylng achievements in this healthsome sport. 18 new reccrds were
set th}s year in swimming. In 2 contest held at the Y.M.C.A. we had
much'hlgher scores than Hamaccabee (this being the sole cpportunity for
a ?rlgl of strength betwesn the two Jewish organisations), Distance
swlmming in cpen sea and lakes was also encouraged though, owing te the
tense political situation, the Cross G- lllec Swimming Competition (9.8 km)
was net held this year,

Maritime Sports.,

In the maritime field we are principally ccncerned with
nautical and maritime training and instruction, but we d» held our annual
sailing vessels contest (Tel Aviv to Haifa - 51 miles stretch), which is
an event grewing in populwrlty, and thils year 13 sailing vessels and sone
98 members participated.

Rewing.,

This is confined at present te the Tel Aviv branch of Hapoel
only. We suffered a heavy blcw sometime ago when nine rowing boats
waere burnt tec ashes in a fire that breoke out, and we were then practically
on the verge of utter despair. But we have somehew reccvered and gained
all the first places in the all-ccuntry ccntest that took place some time

ago.
Feootball.

In this field there is 2 common crganisatirn to which all teams
are affiliated,that is the Palestine Football League. This League now
comprises 41 teams (Class A -~ 7, Class B - 10, others - 24). Hapoel
has now 24 football teams, in workers agrlcultural settlements, carrying
nn regular football games.

Heavy Athletics (Boxing and Wrestling).

This field was comparatively uneventful., For there were no
contests with army groups; contests were being held between Hapoel
groups (at Tel Adv, Halfa, Jerusalem, Kiriat Haim, Ramat Gan, Tel Adashim)

only.




Rest Camp.

An snnual rest camp is now for the 5th year running being held
at Nathanya and is managed by us jointly with the Workers Sick Fund, This
novel mode of useful and healthscme rest is now highly appreciated and
las@ year 1170 members enjoyed there a well planned rest with carefully
designed exercise. We have in mind to expand facilities in this direction
and establish more rest camps. We also contemplate some simllar arrange-
ments for rest camps on week-ends for the benefit of city workers.

Representaticn in International Sports.

Hapoel representatives took part in the Internatisnal Congress
of Workers Sports Organisations held recently in Brussels where the Workers
Sports International was re-established and we have been recognlsed as an .
active organisation of high standing.

Publications.

Hapoel is publishing regularly informative material fcr the benefit
and use of instructors, i.e, "Trainers' Bulletin", "Instruttors Circular",
"Jzenu",an almanac commemorating Dov Hes has now appeared for the 5th year,
"y fras" for maritime instructors, Spert La'Am as regular suuplement to
the "Davar' Daily, 2 weskly press bulletin, and a menthly bulletin for for-
eign papers (in English). '

Hapoel Central Sports Library includss & good meny volumes on
sports in a number of languages besides a fair number of pericdicals.

New Objectives.

Hapeel Association is resolved te carry out some very important
projects in the near future. ‘e shell menticn here only a few of them:

The rest camp set up with the initiative of Hapoel, which proved
a gréat success, calls for greater efforts ob expansion, Hapcel was
recently given by the Haifa Community Council a plot of land at a most
fascinating spot on lit. Carmel and are resolved to set up there ancther
rest camp for workers desiring mountaincus sport for a resting camp.

Hapoel are also determined to carry out their scheme for im-
proving spert and athletic opportunities for a great number of workers
employed in industrial undertakings and other public institutions as well
as the "week-end" rest camps mentioned above te be accompanied with ex~
cursions, trips and physical jmprovement exerocises, ‘
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] Hapoel is also call:d upon to improve athletic apparatus and g
equipment and other supplies probably by means cf establishing a central .
supply department in conjunction with the Worker Central Supply Co-operat-~

ive (Hamgshbeer) or otherwise. For the present equipment is greatly worn
out and inadequate on account of lack of new equipment during the war
years,

Hapeel should also construct = full size central stedium on a
plot of land recently given it by the Executive Committee of the Federaticn.
That stadium is alsc likely to serve fer sports events of naticnal and ' |
international character, !

Furthermore, it is high time for Hapoel to set up shortly their
Central Sport Crllege for the scientific training cf instructors whe are
te carry out and guide all the multifarious activities Hapoel engage in.

) A1l that requires an adequate personnel technical staff and ad-
equate fipancial means. For Hapoel have proved that they deserve to
carry on their useful and beneficial work on 3 large scale.

411 the abave is of course only part of a great constructive
plan. The time is now ripe for the setting up a National Department
alongside the Jewish agency of the National Council fer the guldance,
support and coordinaticn of Jewish sports, This department should super-
vise all Jewish sports orgsnisations, grant them requisite founds and
direct and guide them in their international intercourse. This depart- @
ment would alsc guarantee and s2feguard the nztional interest and will !
give its considered advice and guidance tu¢ Jewlsh sportsmen when partici- ~
pating in international sports meetings ard clympics games (the next
world olympic games will be held in London in 1948), so that we can win _
full credit and a full ieasure of recognition and representation in the j
international organisations. .

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furthermore essential that this department should also extend its
activities to cover the entire diaspora.

This institution far from limiting the scope and activities
of the existing orgznisations would serve to inform them and direct

their activities to a higher plan for a common constructive national
purpose,
